Globe Club Award – General Guidelines and Examples 

  

Category 1 – International Project 
  

To meet International Project (category 1) criteria, a rotary club must pursue or support an international project.  The essence of this is supporting work in another country. 

  

Examples for International Project 

1.      One or more club members visit another country and discuss project activities with people in that country. 

2.      The club develops and begins implementing an international project. 

3.      The club supports another club’s international project with financial, labor or logistical support. 

4.      The club supports another group’s international project with financial, labor or logistical support.  This could be a church project or an international NGO. 

  

Category 2 – International Service 

  

To meet International Service (category 2) criteria, a rotary club should work to provide their club with exposure to an international culture while providing service above self.  Many international “service” scenarios can be developed involving other organizations or groups of people from other parts of the world.  The essence of this is non-project service across cultural boundaries. 

  

Though international travel service activities provides the ultimate in exposure to a culture from another country, category 2 criteria guidelines allow domestic service activities to meet the criteria as long as; 

a)     exposure to a foreign culture is accomplished, 

b)     service activities associated with the foreign culture are completed or are being developed, and 

c)     the service is a club sponsored activity and not just an individual activity. 

  

Examples for International Service 

1.      Support foreigners in our community – reading to kids in the Hispanic community, tutoring foreign high school or college students, providing transportation or legal support, toys for Christmas, shoe boxes for kids, etc. 

2.      Hosting local foreign students for an activity to create culture exchange with club members and/or American students. Picnic, ballgame, orientations, language support, general social activity, etc. 

3.      Group Study Exchange – nominate a team leader or team member **, host the incoming team or provide ½ day of support activities for the incoming team. 

4.      Youth Exchange (Rotary or non-Rotary programs) – nominate an outgoing youth exchange student **, or host an incoming exchange student, or support an incoming youth exchange student or students with transportation, rotary sponsored program of youth exchange is an excellent way to meet Category 2 guidelines.  Be a youth exchange host club or have someone from the club host a youth and attend a club function or Support another club with organization, transport, etc for youth exchange 

5.      Ambassadorial Scholar – nominate an Ambassadorial scholar **, or host an incoming scholar at a club-sponsored event. 
6.      Rotary or non-Rotary International Volunteer – support someone who is going overseas to teach English, etc. ** 

7.      Club support of a church foreign service activity. A single member of the club supporting the church program can qualify if his/her activity attempts to develop some type of club involvement in Health, Hunger, Water, Literacy, etc and the club is aware of and supports the activity. 

8.      Host foreign business / organization in orientation to the community - Industrial company family integration into the community picnic, social, etc Host luncheon with foreign business people to integrate into the community and business area 

9.      Partner with community foreign group / organization to promote local service activity 

10.  Support local schools with development, support, orientation, etc of foreign students 

** note – these activities must also include club education on the program and process and interaction with the nominee 

  

Category 3 – International Program 

  

To meet International Program (category 3) criteria, a rotary club must have at least one international club program. The essence of this is exposure of the entire club to something international. 

  

Examples for International Program 

1.      Present your club’s international project or international service to your club as your program for the week. 

2.      Have another club present their international project or service activities to your club as the program. [the Haiti water project, the Ghana water project, Thailand water project and others will present their projects to your club.] 

3.      Have a speaker on the Rotary Foundation or Polio Plus. 

4.      Have an Ambassadorial scholar, GSE team member or Youth exchange student speak to your club. 

5.      Have anyone who has visited another country speak on his experiences. 

  

Multi-Category Opportunities 

1.      Ask another club to present their international Project at your club (Category 3) and donate to that project (Category 1). 

2.      Ask a traveler in your club to visit Rotary Clubs overseas and find a potential project (Cat. 1) and present his finding to the club (Cat. 3). 

3.      Sponsor an Ambassadorial Scholar, Volunteer or GSE team leader (Cat. 2) and ask him/her to find a project for your club (Cat.1) and present the program and experiences to the club (Cat. 3). 

4.      Ask a local aid agency to describe work they do helping foreign groups in your community (Cat.3) and ask them how your club can help (Cat. 2).
